A LOOK AHEAD IN THE ABL: 
SERIES 1  LONG BEACH ISLAND(0-0) AT BRONX(0-0) 
SITE:  MIKE   LIVE(DH) 
 
HEAD TO HEAD:  Bronx leads 17-13   
 
NOTES:  Once again a Skibby led ball club opens up the season against the Bronx Bombers in 2009.  
This time around though it’s the Bronx Bombers who are the defending ABL champions that bounced the 
former Dark Knights out of the post season in the 2008 American Division Finals.  Since then Asbury has 
moved their team a few miles from Asbury Park to become the Long Beach Island Starfish and look to 
start a new in their final year at Shea Stadium.  Ironically the Bombers will play their final year in old 
Yankee Stadium until moving across the street in 2010.  Lineup wise the Starfish look more like the 2007 
power hitting Dark Knights than the pitching strong version in 2008.  Milton Bradley, Hanley Ramirez, 
Fernando Tatis, Lance Berkman, David Wright, and Big Papi give the Starfish some big time power bats 
to slug away in 2009.  Josh Beckett and Soria anchor a staff that has had a total makeover as the Starfish 
will be thinking revenge against the defending champions.  The Bombers don’t return the same stud 
lineup as 2008 but some pieces are still in place and some pieces are getting older.  Expect A-Rod and 
Magglio to carry a lot of the offensive weight as the bullpen looks like another strong point once again in 
2009.  Simply put the Bombers gain toss out some flame throwers like Grant Balfour, Robinson Tejada, 
and Frank Francisco.  It’s the usual early showdown against two American Division powerhouses. 
   



SERIES 2  ANNAPOLIS(0-0) AT BARNEGAT BAY(0-0) 
SITE: AMANDA  LIVE(DH) 
 
HEAD TO HEAD:  Annapolis leads 2-0 
 
NOTES:  Annapolis travels to Barnegat Bay to face their new American Division foe as the Corsairs 
came over from the National Division.  Annapolis is hoping to build on a strong finish in 2008 and 
continue that success in 2009.  The Hazard have some key parts in place with Fielder, Cabrera, Kinsler, 
Theriot, and Bay to make a charge up the American Division Standings.  The big key in 2009 is the 
Hazard can now pitch with Sheets, Ervin Santana, and Garza plus throw in free agent Joba Chamberlain.  
A big key is Mariano Rivera who most believe has the best relief card in all of the ABL.  The Corsairs are 
not slouch in their own right as Amanda as a young exciting team.  Just think about some of these names 
on the Corsairs: Russell Martin, Kevin Youkilis, Dustin Pedroia, Yunel Escobar, Chone Figgins, Manny 
Ramirez, Torii Hunter, Andre Ethier and Ryan Church.  That is a pretty good starting nine for a 2nd year 
club that has Dice-K and Vazquez on the hill with Papelbon in the pen.  The Corsairs’ challenge will be 
getting the lefty bats in the lineup to off set the righties.  Free Agents Rick Ankiel and Chris Duncan 
should be able to help the Corsairs balance the lineup in 2009.  These clubs did meet before draft day with 
Annapolis out hitting the Corsairs 9-7 in a slug fest.     
 
SERIES 3  ATLANTA(0-0)  AT  MANAHAWKIN(0-0) 
SITE:  STEVE   LIVE(DH) 
 
HEAD TO HEAD:  First Meeting   
 
NOTES:  Atlanta travels to face the expansion Manahawkin Pelicans for their first games in franchise 
history.  Atlanta had the number one pick in the 2009 draft and selected Roy Halladay with the number 
one pick overall.  The Inmates had some other picks early as the Inmates look to rebuild and make some 
noise in 2009.  A-Rod is gone but Chipper Jones should fill in quite nicely for Atlanta as the rest of the 
bats will need to hit and hit.  Atlanta doesn’t have a lot of power so they will need to play some small ball 
to scratch out some runs in 2009.  Speaking of scratching out runs, the expansion Pelicans can relate.  
Steve Bomysoad joined the ABL in 2009 and clearly will not have as deep an expansion teams as the 
Corsairs and Perfectos had in 2008.  The Pelicans will need to hope their pitching can keep them in games 
as some of their younger players develop.  One bright spot on this club is Free Agent first rounder Evan 
Longoria.  It will be interesting to see if he’s the starting 3rd basemen for the American Division in May at 
the mid-season classic.  Until thing Steve is ready to roll some dice and begin he’s ABL experience.   
 
SERIES 4  TALLAHASSEE(0-0)  AT  LAS VEGAS(0-0) 
SITE:  SHAWN     ROLLER 
 
HEAD TO HEAD:  Tallahassee leads 29-21 
 
NOTES: The Terriers take their pitching rich squad to face one of the ABL’s early favorites in their first 
series in the National Division.  Since the National/American Division format change in 2005 the 
Tallahassee Terriers have been a force in the D.H. American Division.  This off-season the Terriers 
switched over to the senior circuit where four of the oldest franchises ply their trade.  Tallahassee is going 
to have to rely on some small ball in 2009 with some speed and limited power.  Carlos Lee and Carlos 
Pena provide the big bats for the Terriers in the lineup. That is a stark contrast to the loaded rival Las 
Vegas Vipers.  Las Vegas touts Player of the Year candidate Albert Pujols with Holliday, Sizemore, 
McCann, and young slugger Elijah Dukes.  The Vipers also have one of the top rotations in the league 
with Webb, Shields, Haren, and Duchscherer and remember they had Cliff Lee on draft day before 
sending him to Chicago for 2nd basemen Mike Fontenot.  Bullpen looks tough too for the snakes with 



Fuentes, Nathan and youngster Arredondo providing the relief for the Vipers.  An early rumble in the 
National Division between two teams that have met 50 previous times in regular season play.
